1. Construction cost of roads is much lower than dhaailway lines and
construction time is also comparatively less.

Now, it is mandatory for every candidate who cotstetections to file an
AFFIDAVIT giving details of his property and crimahcases pending against him.
The new system has made a lot of information abklt the public. But there is
no system of check if the information given by tamdidates is true.

The Election Commission passed an order makingdéssary for political parties
to hold their organisational elections and fileitliecome tax returns.

The parties have started doing so but sometimeggriere formality. It is notlear if
this step has led to greater internal democrapyiitical parties.

If we consider all democracies and all dictatorshgy the fifty years between
1950 and 2000, dictatorships have slightly higlaés of economic growth.

developed countries with dictatorships and demaesas negligible. Overall, it
cannot be said that democracy is a guarantee abeto development. But we can
expect democracy not to lag behind dictatorshighisrespect.

When such a significant difference in the ratesafnomic growth between
countries under dictatorship and democracy, ietseb to prefer democracy as it has
several other positive outcomes.

Under COPRA, a three-tier quasi - judicial machjregrthe district, state and national
levels was set up for redressal of consumer dispute

The district level court deals with the cases iuva claims upto Rs 20 lakhs, the state
level courts between Rs 20 lakhs and Rs 1 crordgtendational level court deals with
cases involving claims exceeding Rs 1 crore.

If a case is dismissed in district level court, tb@sumer can also appeal in state and th
in National level courts. Thus, the Act has enabig@s consumers to have the right to
represent in the consumer courts.

It strengthened the Consumer Movement and proviteedonsumers with the right to seek

redressal against unfair trade practices and dagitm. If any damage is done to a
consumer, she has the right to get compensatioendam on the degree of damage.
